TOURNAMENT ORGANISER
Cumbernauld Colts FC has a long history in the town and was the “New Town’s” first youth football club when it
formed in 1969 and during the 70’s and 80’s established itself as the towns biggest youth football club. The club in
2013 was the first in Scotland to achieve the Scottish FA Quality Mark “Legacy” Award; the club provides the full
male and female academy, in all twenty four sections with a playing membership of over 550. Out with the team
structure the club provides a number of outreach community activities such as After School Centers, Community
Coaching Programmes, School Coaching Programmes, Mini-Kickers and Disability Centre. In 2015 the club gained
membership of the Scottish FA and Scottish Lowland Football League, creating the towns own senior team.
